Students
and staff benefit from:

e improved social-emotional wellbeing

e positive and respectful relationships among
students and staff

e better support for teachers to teach, model and
respond effectively to student needs

e a predictable learning environment where
staff and students know what is expected to
deliver effective practices that can be sustained
over time.

Many school around our area are PBL schools. In fact,
more than 60% of NSW schools are PBL schools. We
have a great school but together, we can always work
harder to make it better. Our new Awards System will
be an integral component of the PBL process. PBL will
be ready for full implementation Term 1, 2020.
